nearby does it the same way So I 1l continue to argue that my view which I ve recently taken to calling software liberalism is
a perfectly valid and perhaps even preferable way to do a lot of software development Converting everyone to be more liberal
is doomed to fail of course But even so I hope I can still help people in radically different software cultures to understand
